It was
a precious occasion for Ananthakrishnan on
his 80th birthday when Semmangudi, who
agreed to sing for half an hour, gave a full
fledged memorable concert.

Born on 15th July 1912, Sri Anantha-
krishnan had his education in Kerala and

and retired as Office
Superintendent
from Indian Institute
of Science.

Karnataka Football
Association, Karantaka Hockey Association,
Karnataka State Cricket Association and
Indian Institute of World Culture in various
capacities.

Sri Ananthakrishnan is survived by his
loving wife Smt. Saraswathi and four sons,
two of them in USA, who are all well settled in
life. This loving family has created an
endowment for a concert during July every
year in the name of Sri A. Ananthakrishnan - a
name which Gayana Samaja will cherish for
devotion, dedication and exemplary service.
